Autobiographical Trajectories on the Balkans

Discussions will be focused on the variety of traditions and forms of autobiographical narration on the Balkans. 

· Forms of autobiographical writings on the Balkans: marginal note, passional, chronicle, dairy, autobiography. Biographical motives in the texts of entertainment, confession and testimony.

· Protoautobiography – sources and representatives. The influence of the European tradition.

· Autobiographical self-reflection and the process of individualization – confessions, travel notes and others. Autobiography and construction of personality.

· Places of autobiographical narration. Seclusion and writing – cells, hiding-places, cabinets, personal rooms and others. Places of memory – memoirs, albums, lexicons.

· Travelling and living abroad -  autobiographical reflection.

· Female autobiographical tradition on the Balkans.

· Rural and urban autobiographical testimonies.

· The policy of autobiographical remembering. Strategies of said and unsaid.

· Institutions and autobiography. Organizing memoir champagnes, publications and persuasions.
